AAP241: Re-turfing the goal areas at Hangstones
The Clerk reported that the goal areas were beginning to dip. The cost of re-turfing would be around £120.
RESOLVED that the Clerk be authorised to re-turf the goal areas.
AAP242: Mural on the skatepark
PC Phil Kinsella reported. He asked the Committee to suggest a theme for the mural. He would engage a professional designer to supervise the preparation of entries, which the Committee would judge.

RESOLVED that the Committee support this project, and that a sporting theme be suggested.
AAP243: Management of the area in front of Yatton Youth Club
The Clerk reported that the area between Rock Road and Yatton Youth Club building was becoming unsightly and could not realistically be maintained as there was no safe access. Members suggested that one of the rails could be cut with a disc-cutter and replaced by a means of access.

RESOLVED  that the Clerk ask the Youth Club officers if Club members would be interested in maintaining the area.
AAP244: Progress and future action on proposals made by residents near Hangstones at meeting on 29 October 2008.

Members referred to the list of concerns and proposed actions prepared after the meeting on 29 October. PC Phil Kinsella said that gatherings on the field were now less of a problem, but there were problems with gatherings on Stowey Road, Well Lane and Barberry Farm Road. He emphasised that the police would not move people on as long a they were using the field properly. There was now a greater police presence. Phil was not convinced that the time was right to reduce night-time access.
In discussion members considered that a Youth Forum might be of benefit, as well as the existing skatepark users’ group.

RESOLVED that Youth Worker Niccy Lockhart be invited to the next meeting of the Committee to discuss these issues.

AAP245: Funding of improvements at Rock Road in partnership with Yatton Junior Football Club
The Clerk reported that a taxation issue had been resolved and the Football Club were content with the existing agreement whereby the Parish Council would make a grant of £23,000 towards the cost of works on the car park.

RESOLVED that the Council’s commitment to the grant be reaffirmed.
