Public Participation:
Jean Watson introduced a number of Claverham residents concerned about Broadcroft open space. Terry Smith, representing the residents, said that balls were being kicked against the fence and there was often noise up to 11.30 p.m. he asked if some goal posts or high netting could be erected near the allotments. Jean Watson suggested that the school might construct a multi-use facility for shared use.
The Chairman said that Broadcroft would be an agenda item for the next meeting and suggested a site meeting with ward councillors, local residents, the police and the Clerk.

Glenys Foster thanked the Council for the tree works on Hangstones Field.
John Ellis referred to the difficulty in identifying allotment plots and asked for plots to be numbered in a permanent way. Maurice Blunsdon suggested plastic wallets on posts.

AAP222 Minutes of the Meeting held on 23 March 2009  

The Minutes of the Meeting held on 3 November 2008 were approved as a correct record and signed by the Chairman.
Members noted that the mudguards for the tractor had not yet been purchased since a Kubota stockist was not yet available, and that Court de Wyck School were happy to carry out a project to identify a site for a new Claverham notice board

AAP223 Request from Western Power Distribution to carry out tree works in Hangstones field, including hedgelaying at WPD’s expense.
RESOLVED to approve the proposed tree works as set out in the permission request and to ask for additional works to lay or coppice the hedge in the area of the trees to be felled and plant up gaps with hawthorn.
AAP224 Weed spraying in Glebelands car park, Hangstones car park and the War Memorial
RESOLVED to accept the quotation from Complete Weed Control for three applications a year at a cost of £405 + VAT
AAP225 Safety barrier at the access from Stowey Road to Hangstones pitch

Members noted that North Somerset Council estimates the cost of a standard barrier at around £400.
The Chairman suspended standing orders to allow Pat Stevens to ask for a barrier which would not permit people to climb on it or sit on it.

RESOLVED that the erection of a barrier be approved in principle, at a cost of no more than £500 and that details of the barrier be discussed at a site visit with the North Somerset Area Officer, the police, local residents and the Clerk.
AAP226 Agreement with Yatton Junior Football Club for the construction of a car park at Rock Road
RESOLVED that the Council reaffirm its commitment to provide not more than £23,000 towards the cost of a new car park.

Graham Humphreys will liaise with the Club.
AAP227 Payment for a replacement tree in the Burial Ground.
RESOLVED to reimburse a resident £24.99 for the cost of purchasing a tree in memory of her son and to arrange for the planting of the tree by Council staff.
AAP228 Repainting the skate park
RESOLVED to authorise the Clerk to order paint as required and to arrange for Council grounds staff to carry out the work.

AAP229 Picnic table near the Play Pod in Hangstones field.
Members noted that the Clerk had discussed this with North Somerset Play Workers

RESOLVED to authorise the Clerk to obtain quotes.
AAP230 Securing the gate to the Burial Ground.
Members considered a request from a resident to secure the gate to make access by vandals more difficult. The Clerk reported that he had discussed the matter with PC Phil Kinsella who considered that securing the gate would have little if any effect. Members noted that if the gate was secured pedestrian access from Church Close would be very restricted.

RESOLVED not to secure the gate but to authorise the Clerk to consider possibilities for replacing the existing gates
AAP231 Maintenance of the planters at Henley Lane
The Clerk reported that there was about £12 from the sale of seedlings which could be used for the purchase of plants.

RESOLVED that the Clerk approach Yatton Horticultural Society to ask if they would be interested in maintaining the planters and that the funding required be considered at a future meeting of the Committee.
