   i) 08/P/2590/RM – Mr GR Withers, Chestnut Farm, Claverham, BS494QA.Submission of Reserved Matters including appearance, landscaping, layout and scale for the erection of an agricultural workers dwelling pursuant to outline consent 08/P/1151/O.

   RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application 08/P/2590/RM for the following reason.

   Reason for Supporting. The proposed development was considered to be of a design and scale that was in keeping with the rural surroundings.  Councillors wished to suggest that the painted render be of a colour that would blend with Chestnut Farm that was opposite to the proposed dwelling.

      ii) 08/P/2618/PDA – Mr R Gore, Land at Kenn Moor Road, off Claverham  Drove, Claverham, BS49 4LD.  Erection of an agricultural building for storage of produce and machinery.

   RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   08/P/2618/PDA for the following reason.

       Reason for Supporting.  Councillors wished to recommend supporting the application on the basis that the barn was used strictly for machinery and produce and not for cattle. It was also assumed by the committee that this was a replacement barn and therefore any existing building that required demolition was cleared from the site prior to the erection of the proposed new building.  Councillors also wished to highlight that a map to accompany the application would have been of assistance. 

      iii) 08/P/2623/F – Mr R Keaney, 22, Wemberham Crescent, Yatton BS49 4BE.  Erection of a single storey rear extension and replacement garage.

   RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   08/P/2623/F for the following reason.

       Reason for Supporting.  The application had no adverse effect on the privacy of neighbouring properties or the street scene.  The only concern raised was that the workshop may be used for tasks that required noisy machinery that could potentially cause a nuisance to adjacent residents. It may have been appropriate to have  included a condition should approval be granted to ensure this did not arise.

   iv) 08/P/2599/F – Mr & Mrs Bowyer, 159, Mendip Road, Yatton BS49 4ET.  Erection of a fence on the West Road boundary and access (Retrospective).

  RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 08/P/2599/F for the following reason.

  Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.  The Parish Council understood the reasons for the erection of the fence but would have preferred that the height be lowered to five feet as this was more in keeping with the street scene.  They also wished to highlight that the measurements included in the application were incorrect and misleading.

It was agreed to publicise the Planning Committee meetings on the website, in the next Parish Council newsletter and when room allows on the notice boards.  The Committee Clerk was to contact North Somerset Planning Officer’s again to request that when they contact the neighbouring properties of an applicant they include the information that the Parish Council will be viewing the application very shortly should they wish to attend a meeting they should contact their Parish Council immediately.

General Items for Information.
i) The Committee Clerk informed Councillors that the affordable housing signs at Stowey Road and opposite Court de Wyck Primary school had been deemed as illegal by Enforcement and the company had been given 7 days to remove them.  This had been complied with however the scaffolding remained.  The Committee Clerk had contacted Enforcement Officers to inform them that the signage had been removed however the Stowey Road scaffolding in particular was on the footpath and needed to be removed as soon as possible.  
ii) The diversion of the footway resulting from the Withymead development in Claverham had been investigated by Elaine Bowman of Public Rights of Way however she was yet to report back to the Committee Clerk.
iii) The Committee Clerk had been contacted by Redrow Homes who wished to make a presentation to Yatton Parish Council prior to submitting a Reserved Matters planning application for the Oxford Instruments site.  A date had been provisionally booked for 2nd February and this was agreed as suitable by councillors.

iv) An Agenda for the Parish Councils Airport Association had been received for the next meeting to be held on Tuesday 27th January 2009 at 7.30 pm.  A copy was held in the Parish Office. 
v) Enforcement Officer Tony Parker reported that his investigation into Stonehouse Cottage in Claverham had resulted in it being a permitted development.

vi) An Agenda for Central Area Committee had been received for the meeting held on Thursday 8th January 2009.  District Councillor Jill Iles reported that the site meeting for the proposed flats in the High Street on the old Library site had been very well attended and that the decision had been deferred for one cycle to allow District Councillors further time to work with the architect and applicant in particular on the roof design. 
vii) District Councillor Jill Iles reported that Cadbury House Hotel had been viewed by the P & R Committee and it had been passed.  It was now to go to the Secretary of State as it is contrary to North Somerset Policy.  The landscaping the Parish Council had recommended was viewed favourably and Councillor Iles was pursuing the extension of the 30 mph speed limit past Cadbury House.
