They had not had any enquiries from planning officers about the two sites hence they were sure that First Step Homes had not been in contact with planners either.  The Committee clerk was requested to contact enforcement officers to firstly to enquire if planning permission was required for the signs.  Secondly to register a complaint that had been received from a resident about the signs causing nuisance in that they were reflecting car headlights directly into the living room of their house opposite on Stowey Road.
