i) 09/P/0325/F – Mr Landsbury, 121, Stowey Road, Yatton.  Erection of a 1.8m high boundary fence (retrospective).

   RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 09/P/0325/F for the following reason.

Reason for Recommending Not Supporting  The Parish Council were unable to see any changes in this application from the previous 08/P/2473/F, which was recommended for refusal by Yatton Parish Council and was refused by North Somerset Council.  Therefore Councillors wish to reiterate the comments that the application was out of keeping with the open plan design of the majority of the front gardens in Stowey Road and was contrary to policy GDP/3 of the North Somerset Local Plan.  Councillors instructed the clerk to request guidelines for the erection of fences and suggest these are sent to local fencing suppliers and contractors.  They also wished to highlight that there were no measurements on the drawings which would have been helpful.
ii) 09/P/0308/TPO – Mr J Nash, Hangstones Playing Field, Stowey Road, Yatton.  Poplar x 1 – Fell.

This item was deferred until a site meeting has been held with the North Somerset Tree Officer.

iii) 09/P/0339/F – Mr A Lord, Bridge House, North End Road, Yatton.  Erection of a two storey and single storey side extension.  Increase height of front boundary wall to 2m and erect new stone piers and electric gates.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0339/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting. The proposed development was situated on an ample plot and had no detrimental impact on the privacy of neighbouring properties or the street scene.  The egress from the property has good visibility and would not cause any problems to the highway.

iv) 09/P/0344/F – Claverham Village Hall Committee, Claverham Village Hall, Bishops Road, Claverham.  Erection of a conservatory.

iii) 08/P/2599/F – Mr & Mrs C&L Bowyer, 159, Mendip Road, Yatton, BS49 4ET.  Erection of a fence on the West boundary and access (retrospective).  Yatton Parish Council recommended not supporting this application.
iv) 08/P/2623/ F – Mr K Kearney, 22, Wemberham Crescent, Yatton, BS49 4BE.  Erection of a single storey rear extension and replacement garage.
General Items for Information.
i) The ALCA newsletter contained an article on the new process for Planning Inspectorate appeals which will all now take place electronically.  This was in order to provide a quicker response down to 8 weeks instead of 12.  This will mean there will no longer be an opportunity for the Council or third parties to make further representations.  Any site visits will be unaccompanied and the Inspector will not take into account any comments made by the appellant during the site visit.
ii) An email thanking Councillor Rosey Knifton for the informative site visit to look at the Public Right of Way at Withymead.  Elaine Bowman confirmed that the fence had now been removed therefore the public were now able to walk the correct line of the footpath.
iii) An email from Planning Officer Julie Walbridge had been received and she stated that the application for a 1.8m high fence at 38, Elm Close was not retrospective; the fence will be replaced by a new fence.  If the Parish Council wished to resubmit their comments they would be allowed to supersede their previous comments.  Councillors did not wish to resubmit comments, they did instruct the clerk to talk to the Planning Officer about the rules with regard to the erection of fences.

iv) Councillor Maurice Blunsdon had requested the clerk to contact Enforcement Officers regarding fences on Mendip Road that North Somerset Housing  had erected that had not come to the Parish Council for planning permission.  The Enforcement Officer had stated the fences at four locations (193, 158, 159 189,) had all been looked at hence the combination of 6 foot and 4 foot fencing in some cases as there was a general rule that 6ft fences must be set 3m from the highway. There were currently no matters outstanding with fences in Yatton. This item will form a part of the further enquiries the clerk was to make into the guidelines for fence erection.

v) The clerk had emailed the English Rural Housing Association but had not received  a response, the enquiry was to be pursued through Churchill Parish Council.

vi) The visit to HS Actuation Ltd was to be arranged for a Monday when there was not a planning meeting in April if possible.  If not then it was to be arranged for June.
vii) The clerk was requested to contact Frank Cox regarding the additional crossing in Yatton.
