i) 08/P/2274/RM – County Contractors, Claverham Garage, 51, Claverham Road, Claverham .  Submission of Reserved Matters of access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale for the erection of 4 dwellings pursuant to outline planning permission 05/P/2050/O.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application 08/P/2274/RM for the following reason.

Reason for Support  The Parish Council considered that the previous concerns with this site regarding the egress and parking provision had been addressed.  The smaller and individual design of the dwellings and the reduction of the ridge heights were in keeping with the village street scene.

PLN  To Discuss Parking Problems at the Rugby Club, North End Road, Yatton.

** At this point the Chairman suspended the meeting in order to consult Mr & Mrs Griffin then reconvened for the meeting to proceed.

RESOLVED: As a result of discussions it was agreed that Councillors were in support of the use of no parking cones along the verge on one side of the road and around the entrance into Maquarie Farm Close.  It was suggested that the use of Arnolds Way, the station car park and Market Industrial Estate (permission was required  for the Industrial Estate) may provide additional parking.  The use of signage to direct to parking alternatives was another method of resolving parking difficulties in the area.  The Rugby Club was to include parking suggestions on their website. The Committee were aware the Rugby Club had endeavoured to prevent the parking problems along North End Road but wished the Club and the Parish Council to continue monitoring the situation.  The Committee Clerk was instructed to write to the Rugby Club with the Parish Council’s suggestions.

ii) 08/P/2321/F – Mr M Dyke, 136, Claverham Road, Claverham, BS49 4LQ.  Erection of a detached double garage to the front of the house. 
RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 08/P/2321/F for the following reason.

Reasons for Recommending Not Supporting  The proposed garage was in front of the building line, the design was overbearing and not in keeping with the street scene.  The proposed building materials were not appropriate.  The Claverham Village Character Statement stated that “any extension to a property should be in a similar style and period as the original to preserve the character of the area in which it is situated”.  Councillors were very concerned that should the garage be built, vehicles departing from the property may be reversing out of the entrance onto Claverham Road and this was potentially hazardous.  Yatton Parish Council had requested their District Councillor Jill Iles to track this application and if North Somerset Planning Officers were considering approval to ask that it be called to the Central Area Committee.

Erection of trellis fence measuring 600mm above the exiting stone wall to the front of the property, matching existing trellis fencing to side of property.

General Items for Information.

a) A letter had been received from Four County Inns regarding their planning application for The Old Post Office, High Street, Claverham.  A copy was requested by Councillors Jill Iles, Rosey Knifton and Jean Watson.

b) The draft minutes of the Airport Consultative Committee held on 22nd October 2008 had been received together with a copy of the presentation of the Master Plan- Planning Application.  A copy was available to view in the Parish Office.  Their next meeting was to be held on Wednesday 21st January 2009 at 2.30 pm at the Bristol Room at the airport. 

c) A letter had been received from Bristol International Airport outlining various options for the Parish Council to take part in the pre application consultation process prior to submitting their plans for the development and enhancement of the airport in early 2009.  This item was deferred to Full Council with a view to inviting them to make a presentation.

d) A response to Yatton Parish Council’s comments for the Frost Hill Safety Scheme had been received from David Bailey and was read to Councillors.  The comments were available to view in the Parish Office.
e) Notification for the next Town and Parish Council Development Control Workshop had been received.  It was to be held on 27th November at the New Council Chamber, Town Hall, Weston Super Mare from 9.30 am to 12.30 pm.  If Councillors wished to attend please inform the Clerk.

f) An acknowledgment of the apology made by Wendy Griggs regarding her personal interest in the Cadbury House planning application had been received from Lee Bowering.

g) The Chairman had requested the Clerk to make enquiries regarding Affordable Housing on the site at Frost Hill, Yatton.  Vicky Kay at North Somerset Council initially advised that the site was not suitable as it was outside the settlement boundary, but if it was shown there was a need within the Parish the site may not be discounted.  However she stated that the sites at Oxford Instruments and Wemberham Lane were to take priority over the Frost Hill site.  A meeting had been scheduled for 9th February 2009 at 7.00 pm where Vicky Kay’s department were to make a presentation to the Parish Council on Affordable Housing.
h) Notification had been received that the Walkway at Bristol Airport had been granted permission on 12th November 2008.

i) The decision to confirm the order for the Diversion of Bridleway LA 21/25, Henley Farm, Henley Lane, Yatton had been received from the Planning Inspectorate. 
j) The report given by Mr & Mrs Griffin on behalf of Yatton Rugby Club during Parishioners Views raised the following points.

i) Oxford Instruments site was still available though not to the rear if there were no personnel on site, due to the security of the type of work they carry out. 

ii) The additional parking on site at the Club (as outlined in the minutes 20th November 2006) had been completed and further land had been purchased but there was no finance currently available to develop this but was it was hoped to do so in the future.

iii) The recent event that was the cause of the complaint was only held on that scale twice a year and whilst locals were aware of the parking problems visiting teams were not so willing to comply and be considerate in their parking especially latecomers.

iv) The Club did not collect money on the gate so as not to cause congestion on the road in an effort to consider the community.

v) The Club had used marshals if they were available to instruct parking.
vi) The Club were unable to secure any finance through their Governing body for the provision of facilities like car parking.  It was mentioned by Mr & Mrs Griffin that Developers 106 agreement money may be a possible source to gain some additional finance.

vii) A Rugby Club member was making enquiries into gaining some cones to put along the verge on one side of the road and around the entrance to Maquarie Farm Close to prevent parking.
