**** Councillor Jean Watson had declared a prejudicial interest therefore left the room.

**** The meeting was suspended to allow Councillors to speak to Mr Downton a number of times and then reconvened on each occasion. 
i) 09/P/0685/F – Mr D Downton, The Forge, land adjacent to Toad House, Brockley Way, Claverham, BS49 4LD.  Erection of an extension to existing forge and creation of hard core parking and turning area.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0685/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting.  The Parish Council wished to encourage a traditional craft in the rural economy.  The proposal was in an ample plot and the design was not overbearing but blended well with the countryside.  Councillors wished to recommend the following conditions:

 The drainage for the site was fully compliant with all Drainage Board Surveys and has a sustainable water management system in place.

 The hard standing area for car parking was reduced to accommodate 10 vehicles rather than 22 as stipulated.  The occasions when open days were to take place the extra parking may be accommodated on the surrounding grass.

  The hedge to the east boundary was thickened with mixed native hedging to shield the view of parked cars from the neighbouring property.

   The previous planning consent had a condition of the forge not being in use at    weekends and bank holidays.  Councillors enquired if this condition will still stand or be   included as a condition should this application be approved. 

   **** Councillor Jean Watson was invited to return to the meeting.
ii) 09/P/0648/F – Mr R Lynn, 13, Derham Park, Yatton BS49 4DZ.  Erection of a two storey side and rear extension and a single storey rear extension.
RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0648/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.  The proposed extension was a disproportionate addition over and above the size of the original dwelling and therefore had an overbearing impact and an adverse effect on the street scene.  Councillors felt the proposal was contrary to Policy GDP/3 (ii) pg 36 of the NSRLP. 
iii) 09/P/0654/LB – Cleeve and Claverham PCC, St Barnabas Chapel, Jasmine Lane, Claverham, BS49 4PN.  Installation of a WC in lobby for disabled persons to include 2no. ventilation grills and the removal of floor tiles.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application  09/P/0654/LB for the following reason.

Reason for Supporting.  The application would provide a much needed and essential additional facility for the building. 

iv) 09/P/0656/LB – Cleeve and Claverham PCC, St Barnabas Chapel, Jasmine Lane, Claverham, BS49 4PN.  Replace roof tiles, install roof insulation and remove internal roof plaster.
RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0656/LB for the following reason.

Reason for Supporting.  The application was to carry out essential repairs as part of the maintenance of a listed building.

a) 09/P/0339/F – Mr A Lord, Bridge House, North End Road, Yatton BS49 4AU.  Erection of a two storey and single storey side extension.  Increase height of front boundary wall to 2m and erect new stone piers and electric gates.

b) 09/P/0344/F – Claverham Village Hall Committee, Claverham Village Hall, Bishops Road, Claverham.  Erection of a conservatory to the north west elevation of the village hall.

c) 09/P/0325/F – Mr Landsbury, 121, Stowey Road, Yatton, BS49 4EB.  Erection of a 1.8m high boundary fence (retrospective).

Yatton Parish Council recommended not supporting.

d) 09/P/0205/F -  Mr Marsh, 38, Elm Close, Yatton, BS49 4EL.  Erection of a 1.5m high fence along part of the boundary of Elm Close and 1.8m high along Mendip Drive.

Yatton Parish Council recommended not supporting.

General Items of Information.

a) A copy of the dates for the Parish Voice – Central Area Committee meetings and deadlines for notification of any items to be raised for 2009/10 had been received.  The Committee Clerk will provide a copy’s on request.

b) An Agenda for Central Area Committee meeting to held on Thursday May 7th 2009 had been received.  The only item of interest to Yatton was application 09/P/0385/TPO Willow tree re-pollard at 210 Stowey Road, Yatton under matters for decision.

c)  The Committee Clerk had spoken to Darren Smith of North Somerset Housing regarding the erection of fences at their properties.  He stated that they are fully aware of the regulations regarding height and distance from the highway but on a few occasions mistakes have occurred.  This has been when a repair has been carried out by a contractor incorrectly and as North Somerset Housing do not inspect every repair carried out these errors have happened.  He has said they will endeavour to ensure that their contractors are made fully aware of the height regulations when a fence is adjacent to the highway.

d) Councillor Rosey Knifton had asked the Committee Clerk to contact planning officers regarding the conditions for the landscaping to the front of 160, Claverham Road.  The case officer David Tate had advised that should the shrubs chosen grow large enough to restrict the visibility of the access that the residents or the Management Company be contacted and requested to reduce the size of the shrubs.

e) Councillor Maurice Blunsdon had asked the Committee Clerk to make enquiries regarding disabled access to a number of buildings in Yatton.  The initial enquiry was made to planning officers and they advised that legislation covers the provision of disabled access to all new buildings but were unsure if this extended to older places.  They suggested contacting Anthony Rylands, the North Somerset Disabled Access Officer.  He was emailed on the 8th May but had not responded by the 18th May.  The Committee Clerk phoned him but he was not available, his office was to ask him to call on the 19th.
