PLN   To Formulate Comments on Bristol International Airports Plans for the                      204     Development of the Airport. (Agenda Item 6).
** The Chairman invited members of the public to contribute to the formulation of the comments.

RESOLVED: that the following comments were submitted to Bristol International Airport.

i) Yatton Parish Council wished to reiterate their Bristol Airport Policy (a copy was attached) and did not support the expansion of the airport on the grounds of the negative impact it had on the levels of noise and air pollution, the adverse effect on biodiversity, the landscape, the local infrastructure and climate change.

ii) The new noise monitoring equipment that was due to be introduced was a positive measure and the Parish Council requested to receive the figures to be reassured that they were within the set limits.  It was hoped that the monitoring was carried out over full twenty four hour periods throughout the year for it to have been a true representation of levels.  It would also have preferred to see that this was carried out by an independent body. 

The Night Noise Quota was to be reviewed in 2012 and the Parish Council will be working to ensure that it was not increased.  

iii)   The infrastructure surrounding the airport was not capable of supporting the projected figures for increased passenger numbers.  The highways and the public transport provision was inadequate and the upgrading of the infrastructure was hampered by the airports location.  Realistically any infrastructure improvements were  unlikely to take place within the timescale of the projected figures for 2016.

v) Yatton Parish Council also requested answers to the following questions:

Where were the wind turbines to be sited?

Did BIA require planning permission for the moving of the Fire Station?

Was the surface of the proposed new parking area compliant with the new regulations for the use of porous surfaces to prevent the flooding?

Was the possibility of a fuel pipeline to the airport a realistic possibility?

vi) The Parish Council wished to make the following suggestions:

That BIA worked with local public transport providers to have introduced a method of ticketing that encouraged the use of public transport from the surrounding villages for passengers who used the airport.

The Parish Council carried out a survey in 2004 of every household in the Parish to find the opinions on BIA.  The results were the basis for the Parish Airport Policy

(as attached).  In light of the current proposal for development and the changes in population was it appropriate for BIA to consider carrying out a similar survey again themselves?

General Items for Information.
i) A reply to the letter written to First regarding the provision of bus services during the closure of Claverham Road had been received.  They state they were only made aware of the closure on December 9th and 10th because a member of their staff saw the road closure notices and First then contacted North Somerset with a price to provide a shuttle bus.  This option was not agreed by North Somerset Council as it was considered that the number of passengers likely to travel did not justify the cost of providing a shuttle bus for a 2 day period.  First stated they posted notices at all the bus stops to alert passengers of the road closure and it’s affect on services (they do not state when), but it was unfortunate if these were removed by third parties.
ii) The Committee Clerk gave Councillors the details for the visit to Oxford Instruments.

All those attending were to meet at the front reception at 10.30 am on Friday 6th February 2009, the visit would commence with coffee and the tour would finish at 12.00 noon.
