RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 08/P/2567/F for the following reason.

Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.

 The Parish Council had recommended supporting an application (08/P/1740/F) received earlier this year and wished to state the reason for reversing that recommendation on this current application.  The Council were not in procession at that time of the North Somerset Replacement Local Plan therefore were unwilling to use policy from the old plan as it may be outdated.  The decision notice of refusal on 08/P/1740/F highlighted that the plans were not inline with Policy RD/2 and as Yatton Parish Council now have the current Replacement Local Plan were able to review this current application within the stipulations of that policy.

The Parish Council considered the application did not fulfil Policy RD/2 page 77 (iv.) as it would require major work in order to make a conversion to holiday accommodation.  The other contributory factors were as follows:

The ecology survey had not taken into account little owls nesting in the buildings as outlined by a letter received from Mr & Mrs Burton who live close to the site.

The proposed development was not linked to the major drainage system available near by.

The design of the roof was not suitable or in keeping with a holiday accommodation development.

The Parish Council also wished to highlight that this current application was received without any covering letter to explain the differences between this set of plans and the previous application.  It would be very helpful if this information was supplied.
