Yatton Parish Council thanked Gavin Hill and Trevor Wright for the presentation and having considered the Pre Application Consultation formulated the following comments:
a) The Council wished to reiterate the comments they had made previously on the Design Brief for the site in April 2008.  The clerk was asked to send a copy of the Design Brief comments as Councillors felt that the comments they made in April 2008 have not been taken account of in the design that was presented on the 23rd February 2009.

b) The height of the houses proposed for North End Road  had an overbearing impact on the street scene.

c) Councillors were concerned regarding the two secondary entrances onto North End Road as they were single car/pedestrian access.  The situation of a vehicle waiting to leave the development at the same time a vehicle was waiting to enter the development and when cars are parked along North End Road is one that would cause congestion and may be hazardous for pedestrians using the secondary entrances.  It was suggested that these were kept as access for pedestrians only, with vehicles using a road created off the primary access. 

d) The problems outlined in c) were allied to concerns Councillors had for parking especially during weekends in that area.  Yatton Rugby Club currently use the Oxford Instruments site by arrangement to park vehicles when matches and tournaments take place. However there are still long standing problems with cars parking along North End Road causing congestion and nuisance to local residents, though the Rugby Club constantly do their best to discourage this in any way they can i.e. cones etc.  The loss of the parking when the Oxford Instruments site is developed may on occasions put as many as 100 vehicles onto the surrounding roads and was a problem that needs careful consideration.      

e)  The Parish Council wished to make two further suggestions, firstly that the proposed footway leading from the development past Horsecastle Play Area was also made into a cycle way.  Secondly that the joint foot/cycle way along the main road was extended upto Wemberham Lane.
