   i) 09/P/0612/RM – Redrow Homes (Western Group), Proposed new development at Oxford Plasma Technology, North End Road, Yatton.  Submission of Reserved Matters for access, appearance, layout and scale for the erection of 66no. dwellings with live/work units pursuant to Outline Approval 05/P/1858/O for the residential development with work/live unit.

  Reasons for Recommending Refusal.  The Parish Council acknowledges that Redrow Homes have worked to address many of the concerns raised during the Pre Application Consultation, however there remain a number of areas that are not satisfactory.  Councillors wished to support the Planning Officer in his request that the houses are set back 5 meters from the principal road through the development. They wished to see this also applied to the houses that were to border North End Road.  The proposed design for this part of the development had no dimensions therefore it was rather difficult to visualise the front gardens and archways but Councillors felt that by setting these dwellings 5 metre’s back from the road it would create a less overbearing impact on the street scene and therefore enhance and retain a more attractive open aspect at the entrance to the village.  

  The access through the archways from the proposed development onto North End Road, the potential congestion and impaired visibility as vehicles are moving in and out of these entrances and access for utility and emergency services were of particular concern. 

  The Parish Council were pleased with the provision of a cycleway/footway through the park but wished to recommend that a consultation with residents was carried out to find the preferred position for this.  Councillors considered  that setting it around the perimeter of the area would give residents more options as to how the space was used.

  District Councillor Jill Iles abstained from voting and was to track the application and if Planning Officers were to approve it would call it in to Central Area Committee.

ii) 09/P/0511/O – Mr P Sweet, Land at Crossway Farm, Kenn Moor Road, Yatton, BS49 6TZ.  Outline planning application for the erection of an agricultural workers dwelling with the access and scale not reserved for subsequent approval.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0511/O for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting.  The Parish Council wish to support and encourage farming within the village and are very aware of the necessity to be on site when rearing a large number of newborn and young animals.  This essential requirement was evident in the applicants business case and demonstrated the need for this agricultural dwelling.
iii) 09/P/0563/TPO – Hi-Line South West Ltd, Hangstones Playing Field, Stowey Road, Yatton.  1 no. Lombardy Poplar – Reduce height by approx 5m and reduce branch weight of significant branches to reshape.
