Parishioners Views.  Councillor Tony Moulin gave a report following a meeting he had with North Somerset Tree Officer Jane Brewer and Hi line Contractor James Nash regarding the trees at Hangstones Pavilion adjacent to Western Power Distribution lines.  The tree with the TPO was to be refused and an application for crown reduction was to be submitted shortly.  The three other trees were to be felled and restoration of the hedge was to be carried out by Hi line Contractors.  They have a five year maintenance contract with Western Power Distribution and will be monitoring the trees around this location.  Councillor Moulin made the suggestion that in time the removal of the Poplar with the TPO and the replanting of a substantial tree such as an oak maybe an idea for the future.  He also advised Councillors that none of the tree works were to be carried out before September of 2009.
Geoff Hawkins of Yeo Valley Lions spoke of their reasons for requesting permission to build a garage at Hangstones Pavilion.

This had been done on 30th March via email and to date no response had been received.

The Committee Clerk was instructed to send all the correspondence resulting from the Parish Council’s previous complaints to District Councillor Jill Iles as she was to take the matter up with North Somerset Council on behalf of the Parish Council.

iv) A provisional date of 24th June was suggested for a visit to HS Actuation Ltd.  The Committee Clerk was to make the arrangements, preferably for the morning.
v)  An Enforcement order had been placed for 50 Rectory Way. 
vi) The spring newsletter had been received from the Campaign to Protect Rural England.

vii) The Committee clerk had been requested to find the conditions placed on the approval of application 03/P/1760/F for 160, Claverham Road, Claverham as concerns had been raised regarding the landscaping.  On reviewing them at the meeting the clerk was requested to check conditions 3 and 7 with planning officers.

viii) The general rules regarding the erection of fences were as follows:

a)  that a fence fronting the highway in a non open plan location maybe erected upto 1m high if it upto 3m away from the highway without planning permission.
b)   If the fence is in excess of 3m from the highway it maybe erected upto 2m without planning permission.  
c) The conditions regarding open plan landscaping may no longer be applied after a period of 10 years.
