i) 09/)/0817/F – Mr C Fitton, 105 – 107 Wemberham Lane, Yatton, BS49 4BP.  Conversion and replacement of former brewery building to create mixed use scheme comprising of 7no. self contained residential apartments, commercial floor space for 6no. offices and a meeting room, a gym and associated parking.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application  09/P/0817/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.   The Parish Council considered that although the number of flats had been reduced the concerns that were raised about the development of this site still existed.

  Therefore Councillors wished to reiterate their previous comments concerning inadequate parking provision, overdevelopment, out of keeping with the rural surroundings and flood risk. The hazards to pedestrians and road users of a narrow lane with a railway bridge that has no pavements or street lights, which is used by heavy lorries and farm vehicles would be therefore be contrary to Policy T10 of the NSRLP. 

  .Councillors wished to seek conformation that the suitability of the site for this type of development and whether all possible sites at alternative locations have been fully investigated as the proposed application is outside the settlement boundary.

  The report from the Contaminated Land Officer recommending refusal confirms the concerns that the neighbouring residents and the Parish Council have raised and the criteria of a number of NSRLP Policies would seem appropriate to apply in this case.  Policy GDP/2 and GDP/4, H/8 and H/6 of the NSRLP.

  The Parish Council have asked District Councillor Jill Iles to track the application and if the Planning Officer has a mind to approve the application call it in to Central Area Committee. 
 ii) 09/P/0648/F Amended Plans – Mr R Lynn, 13, Derham Park, Yatton BS49 4DZ.  Erection of a two storey side and rear extension and a single storey rear extension.
**** The meeting was suspended to allow Councillors to speak to Mr Lynn and then reconvened.*
RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application 09/P/0648/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Recommending Supporting.  The Parish Council were aware that the applicant had worked with planning officers and made every effort to address the concerns raised not only by the planning officer but the neighbouring properties who had submitted objections to the previous plans. 
 In light of those changes and the fact that quite a number of properties already have sizable extensions the effect was less negative on the street scene than was thought previously.
