Howard queried progress on the skatepark users group referred to on 7th January2008 (AAP 72). She stated that the skatepark needs to be checked by ROSPA-accredited Health and Safety inspectors.

P. Stevens asked if there had to be a request from householders before trees were reduced; and stated that he did not expect any delay in the provision of a safety barrier on Stowey Road at the entrance to Hangstones next to number 40.

Resolved: to ask the Personnel Sub-Committee to determine the salary scales of directly employed labour

Resolved: to set key performance indicators for grounds maintenance (Cllr. T. Bidwell-Ford to advise) 
Resolved: to consider a contract to be issued for a 3-financial year period subject to Key Performance indicators being reviewed annually with an adjustment to be made against the retail Price index annually to cover the financial years 2009/10; 2010/11 and 2011/12
AAP 203 To consider the reduction of trees behind 20 – 38 Stowey Road, Yatton

Resolved: to accept the quotation from SE Harris to reduce 7 trees behind 20 – 38 Stowey Road and ask the Tree Preservation Officer to advise on trees beyond 40 Stowey Road.
