FIN 170: Declarations of Interest

Cllrs. J. Watson, W. Griggs and R. Knifton declared a personal interest in the request for grant aid from St Barnabas Church.

Cllr. W. Griggs declared a prejudicial interest in Agenda Item 7. Resolved: To vire £2 000 from the cost centre for the maintenance of the Youth Club building to the cost centre for support of the Youth Worker.

The maintenance budget will be topped up from reserves should expenditure greater than £2 000 be required.

It was suggested that the Clerk might challenge North Somerset district Council as to whether the funding for the Youth worker at Yatton Youth Club should be treated as a special expense.

It was noted that applicants are not required to be present when their grant application is discussed.

It was suggested that a small group might be set up to consider the grant application process, particularly the need to discriminate between large and small grants; to set a top limit of £500 for small grants; and to establish selection criteria for giving grants.
