However YCCCART also needed means of recording and publishing its findings and it had applied to YANSEC for a £3000 grant. YANSEC required evidence of funds from elsewhere and so YCCCART was asking the Parish Council to agree that the grant of £200 made to it in 2009 could be used as seed funding.

The Clerk reported that the website was currently a ‘DIY’ website managed by himself. Although this was cheap it also had limitations and the software was not very friendly. Vision ICT Ltd were recommended by the Society of Local Council Clerks, managed a large number of local council websites and offered a 20% discount on the first year’s charges to SLCC members.
RESOLVED that the offer of Vision ICT Ltd to manage the Yatton Parish Council website in accordance with its specification (Annex 1) at a cost for the first year of £596 + VAT and £252 + VAT thereafter be accepted.
FIN268:Clerk’s appraisal following the end of his probationary period
RESOLVED that Wendy Griggs, David Crossman and Trevor Bidwell-Ford conduct the Clerk’s appraisal and report to this Committee.
FIN269: Arrangements for the use of the Hangstones office by BRERC
Members noted that the amount paid by BRERC covered heating and lighting.
RESOLVED that the arrangements be reviewed when the budget for 2010/11 is set.
