1. To receive apologies for absence
2. To receive declarations of interests by Parish Councillors
3. To approve the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on 27 July 2009 as a correct record
4. In the event that the Council wishes to exclude the press and public for a particular agenda item, the following resolution should be passed:

 

‘That the press and public be excluded from the meeting during consideration of the following items of business (state agenda item(s)) on the ground that their consideration will involve the disclosure of exempt information as defined in the Local Government Act 1972.’
5. Finance

To authorise payments, to note receipts and petty cash payments.
6. To consider co-opting members onto the Parish Council.
The Personnel Sub-committee will report.

7. To consider appointment of members to committees.

8. To consider the Council’s policy on publication of councillors’ details.
It is desirable that members of the public should be able to contact councillors either by phone or by email or both.

9. To consider authorising training for councillors in the Power of Well-being
The Power of Well-being is the new power for parish councils to spend money for a wide variety of purposes. A parish council can use the Power of Well-being only if 80% of councillors have received training. Somerset Association of Local Councils is offering training on Wednesday 7 October in North Cadbury, Monday 12 October in Burnham-on-Sea or Thursday 29 October in Carhampton (councillors need only attend one and there is no exam). The cost for all Yatton and Claverham councillors to attend would be £200. There will probably be another round next spring.
10. To consider the statement on Bristol International Airport’s planning application sent to North Somerset Council following the Planning Committee meeting on 3 August 2009 (copy attached).
The Council may wish to affirm the statement, or to modify it, or to withdraw it.
11. To consider making representations to North Somerset Council on the placing of a 20 mph advisory speed limit sign on the Yatton side of Court de Wyck School.
12. To consider ‘adopting’ the red telephone kiosk outside the former post office in High Street, Yatton
BT proposes to discontinue telephone service (69 calls in last 12 months) but offers the structure for ‘adoption’ for £1. The Parish Council would become the owner, responsible for maintenance, and the structure could be used, e.g. as an information point.

13. To consider making representations to First Great Western on the increase in car park charges at Yatton station.
14. To consider accepting a gift of land at the corner of High Street and Cherry Grove, Yatton.
The owner has offered to do at its own expense any work that the Parish Council considers desirable before transferring the land to the Parish Council.

15. To consider street cleaning in Horsecastle Ward.
The only power to provide street cleaning is section 137 Local Government Act 1972.

16. To consider a request from the ‘Local Works’ coalition to ask the local MP to support the Sustainable Communities Act 2007 (Amendment) Bill.
