The Chairman, Cllr. K. Lee-Bapty, opened the meeting by welcoming everybody in attendance. This was followed by Public Participation
Public Participation:

N. Lockhart spoke on behalf of young people in the village and herself about the skatepark; she stated that that the skatepark users group love it and wish it to remain and that she doesn’t believe that the skatepark has anything to do with negative behaviour on Hangstones.
J. Howard stated that:

1. brambles and bindweed were growing in the borders of the War Memorial, and growing out into Rock Road

2. the Claverham Advisory Committee was due to report back to this meeting and noted that it was not on the agenda – Cllr. R. Knifton said that it would be on September’s agenda

3. she wished to know what action the Council had taken that had preceded resolution COU204 – Cllr. K. Lee-Bapty agreed to inform her of this within 7 days

I. Pullar stated that:

1. the concept of a Car Club had been well received by the Yeo Valley Lions

2. First Bus could divert all buses through Yatton when Claverham Road was closed and asked the Parish Council to support this – this will be on the agenda of the PECS committee on July 21st
D. Stockham expressed concern about recent publicity concerning local councils selling data obtained through the Electoral Register and the resulting increase in junk mail. She also asked for the realigning of the zig-zag lines in Derham Park and Chescombe Road to be considered; the white lines on the crossing by Somerfield’s also need repainting
P. Stevens spoke about the anti-social behaviour at Hangstones; that he agreed was not caused by skateboarders. He stated that the area by the skatepark is a particular concern and suggested that:

1. the trees and bushes in that area are removed/reduced

2. Stowey Rhyne could be re-instated as a wet rhyne.

L. Bell spoke about the infrequent and inconvenient service offered by First Bus to North End and asked for the Parish Council’s support in lobbying for improvements.
J. Flower spoke in support of the car Club and stated that:

1. it is environmentally friendly

2. It promotes community involvement

3. it allows individuals to save money

He urged the Parish Council to support it.

Ward Councillors’ reports

Cllr. J. Iles sent her apologies. On her behalf Cllr. K. Lee-Bapty informed the Council that the development at 130 Claverham Road had been won on appeal, resulting in permission being granted for the development of 5 large houses.

Cllr. T. Moulin informed the Council that:

1. Views will be sought on the South-west Urban Expansion
2. Consultation is out on electoral boundaries as part of the Community Review

3. Road maintenance at Chescombe Road will include white-lining

4. “No cycling” signs near St Mary’s Church have been replaced

5. Supported bus services are currently under review and asked the Parish Council to respond, copying in Karuna Tharmananthar and himself
