North Somerset Councillor’s report
Tony Moulin reported:

· There was to be a workshop on the National Dementia Strategy. Dementia affected 750,000 people in the UK and cost the economy £17 billion a year. Dementia was increasingly affecting younger people.

· The Regional Spatial Strategy had been delayed. The Local Plan was due to expire and be replaced by Local Development Frameworks. However there was no new infrastructure to support development.

· The Head of Yatton Junior School will be leaving at the end of Term 6. The Junior and Infants Schools will be discussing ways of working more closely together. Kingston Seymour Parish Council may wish to discuss the shortage of school places with Yatton Parish Council.

· The Strawberry Line Café cycle ride will raise at least £500. A further ride will take place on 16 June. Work on the Yatton end of the path will start in June.

The Clerk reported on current management arrangements for the land at Cadbury Hill in the joint ownership of Yatton and Congresbury Parish Councils. A group of volunteers known as the Friends of Cadbury Hill would arrange for work to be carried out and would then seek reimbursement from Yatton Parish Council (who operated the Cadbury Hill bank account). Cheques were signed by the Chairman of Yatton Parish Council and a member of Congresbury Parish Council. The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Councils paid for insurance to the standard required of local authorities.

In discussion members were not satisfied with the current arrangements, whereby the Councils could incur liability for expenditure without any prior authorisation by the Councils or a duly appointed committee. Members considered that a procedure for prior authorisation of expenditure should be put in place.

RESOLVED that the Vice-Chairman and Clerk ask for a meeting with Graham Morgan (managing agent) and a member and the Clerk of Congresbury Parish Council.

RESOLVED, by 5 votes to 3, to lobby Avon Local Councils Association to support a change in the law to permit Dependant Carer’s Allowance to be paid to parish councillors
