Monday January 12th 2009 
held at Hangstones Pavilion, Stowey Road, Yatton. 
Meeting opened: 7.35 p.m.    Meeting closed: 9.42 p.m.

Public Speaking: 
P Stevens spoke of the events that had taken place at Hangstones Pavilion during the evening of Friday 9th January 2009 when the police had dispersed a large group of people from the grounds.  He wished to raise again the suggestion that the Parish Council considered a prohibition of pedestrian access from dusk to sunrise as a way of preventing problems of this nature.

Ward Councillors Reports:

Cllr. T. Moulin stated that a meeting of the TENONS group were showing a film titled “Message in the Waves” at Horsecastle Chapel 29th January 2009 at 7.30 pm. 
He had attended the site meeting for the development of the Old Library site on the High Street and the Central Area decision on this application had been deferred for one cycle.  This allowed further time for work to take place, in particular on the impact of the design on the street scene. 
Cllr Moulin had received a number of complaints about the work that had been carried out on the Frost Hill Safety Scheme.  Cllr Moulin stated that there was tidying up of the grounds work to be carried out shortly, the roads signs would be erected by the end of January and the street light improvements were to be completed by the end of February.

Cllr Moulin reported that North Somerset Council were to begin a review of speed limits on B roads and he suggested the Parish Council liaise promptly with them on the plans they have for road safety in the Parish.  
Cllr. J. Iles stated the Cadbury House Hotel planning application had been approved by the P&R Committee and it had been sent to the Secretary of State for decision as it was contrary to North Somerset Planning Policy.
She had also attended the site meeting for the development of the Old Library site and reiterated Cllr Moulin’s comments regarding the additional time that had been allowed to work on aspects of the design.

Cllr Iles and Cllr Moulin were continuing to work closely with Senior Area Officer Paul Smart on highways issues within the Parish.

Police Report
PC Kinsella gave details of the events that had taken place at Hangstones Pavilion on the evening of Friday 9th January 2009..The police had seized alcohol and due to potential public order issues had dispersed the group of around 60 people.  The fact that many of the group were not local as they had left by train was highlighted and the police were investigating the source of the alcohol.

PC Kinsella reported a meeting had been held with PCSO’s, Chairman David Crossman and the Crime Prevention Officer to review Hangstones Pavilion. Discussion on the best way to secure the perimeter of the grounds had resulted in “preventative planting” being the most efficient and financially viable method. (The fence that had been suggested would cost in the region of £15,000).  The only downside of planting being it was slow to infill gaps in the perimeter. However the use of grass cuttings and leaves in the gaps created mulch that was unpleasant underfoot and this proved as quite an effective deterrent to those who used the gaps.

The Police were continuing their endeavors to remain one step ahead of any anti social behavior.

PC Kinsella was to report Crime Figures for his area at the Parish Council AGM and was to produce monthly updates thereafter. 
He had attended the Local Action Team AGM at which they had agreed to change their name to PACT (Partner and Community Together) in order to bring PACT objectives inline with the National Neighborhood Policing Initiative and to work with the police as part of the Stronger, Safer Communities Initiative.
An area PACT meeting for all the Parishes within PC Kinsella’s area was to be held at Horsecastle Chapel on Thursday 19th February 2009 and individual areas but also to look at the District Commander was to attend.
