Public Speaking: D. Stockham expressed concern about cyclists on the pavement, particularly those without lights. P. Stevens enquired about the opening hours of the Parish Office.

J. Howard circulated a paper that included information on the Crime and Disorder Act 1998 and the local Action Team (Annex 2). She spoke about the role that the Road safety Advisory Committee could have in extending the 20 mph limit. The LAT will, subject to confirmation, be holding an exhibition in the Library Building during Road Safety Week.
Cllr. J. Iles strongly urged the Parish Council and the LAT to develop a close working relationship.

Cllr. M. Blunsdon asked if the Yatton Local Action team could support his request to the Police for training in the use of electric buggies.
