Meeting opened: 7.33 p.m.    Meeting closed: 9.25 p.m.

The Chairman opened the meeting and invited members of the public to speak.
Cllr. T. Moulin urged Councillors to separate out accounting procedures from review of the earlier decision to ring fence funds from the sale of Church View Cottage; to send out a message to the local community about firm leadership; to give the parish a capital asset that we can be proud of.
C. Higgins expressed concern about anti-social behavior and asked that local residents can be involved in decision-making.

P. Stevens asked that local residents could be co-opted onto any working party and stated that he had definitely been given the impression that the maintenance of the hedgerow near the skatepark would be discussed at this meeting.

D. Stockham complimented the Council on the recent road works.

F. Moulin stated that she could not understand why the proceeds from the sale of Church View Cottage had to be diverted from a focus on Hangstones; that the local residents would like to see action over a poorly maintained building; that the Council has to maintain the Youth Club building that is not fit for modern standards; and re-inforced D. Pinnock’s email that a budget cannot be set during the financial year (see Annex 1).

The Chairman then took the first item on the agenda.

Resolved: To accept minutes of the last meeting subject to minor amendment.
COU264

a. To consider revising resolution COU 179 “that the proceeds of the sale of Church View Cottage be ring fenced for future development at Hangstones Pavilion” (March 2007) to read “that the proceeds of the sale of Church View Cottage be ring fenced for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish, to include any future development at Hangstones Pavilion”.
 (Power to provide and equip buildings for use of clubs having athletic, social or recreational objectives; Power to provide buildings for public meetings and assemblies).

The Clerk outlined the purpose of the agenda items (Annex 1).
Recommended: that the proceeds of the sale of Church View Cottage be ring fenced for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish, to include any future development at Hangstones.
Councillors speaking for the recommendation stressed the need for a community-wide ethos that ensured facilities other than Hangstones were not left on their own; and that in conducting an option appraisal of Hangstones that the Parish Council was not seen to be excluding other areas and options at the outset.

Councillors speaking against the resolution stressed the importance of retaining the central vision; that because of its size Hangstones had the potential to offer more to the community.
All Councillors agreed that the problems presented by Hangstones Pavilion had to be addressed.

Resolved: that the proceeds of the sale of Church View Cottage be ring fenced for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish, to include any future development at Hangstones.
b. to consider commissioning a condition report on Hangstones Pavilion to ensure that the Parish Council is fulfilling its duty of care and set a budget as required.

Resolved: to obtain tenders for commissioning a condition report on Hangstones Pavilion and adjacent buildings/storage areas at the next meeting of the Finance Committee.

Resolved: to instruct the Clerk to fund the condition report by transferring 
£2 500 from the general Fund A/c code 310 into Hangstones Pavilion Health and Safety 4017.
c. to consider setting a budget for the financial year ending March 31st 2009 for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish.

Resolved: to refer a decision on putting into place an accounting mechanism 
to allow costs to be charged against funds generated from the sale of Church View Cottage to the Finance Committee.

d. to consider the scope of, and tendering arrangements for, an option appraisal for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish.

Resolved: to instruct the Clerk  to consider the scope of, and tendering arrangements for, an option appraisal for the development of recreational facilities (capital expenditure budget) in the Parish with the Hangstones Redevelopment Working Party, to report back in December if possible.
e. to consider the provision of an area for graffiti art on Hangstones Recreation Ground.

Resolved: to defer a decision on the provision of an area for graffiti art on Hangstones Recreation Ground to the Amenities Sub-Committee.

To consider a sub-lease to Yatton Youth Club for the building used by Yatton Youth Club on Rock Road.

(Power to provide and equip buildings for use of clubs having athletic, social or recreational objectives).

The Clerk presented a paper stating the heads of terms for an agreement . (Annex 2)

Resolved: to accept the Heads of Terms for a  sub-lease to Yatton Youth Club for the building used by Yatton Youth Club on Rock Road as recommended by the Clerk and waive Financial regulations to commission  Wards Solicitors to draw up a lease.
