Cllrs. D. Crossman and J. Iles declared a personal interest in Agenda item 6: To consider a request for support for a proposal that could improve drainage at  Kingston Bridge.
PECS134: To approve and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 21st July 2008. 
Resolved: to minute that Cllr. D Crossman left the meeting at the start of PECS 120 due to a previously declared prejudicial interest and returned at the start of PECS 121.
Resolved: to minute the resolution for PECS 120 as follows: That the Clerk write a letter based on the discussion at this meeting objecting to the proposal.
Resolved: to approve the minutes for the meeting of 21st July subject to the above amendments

Resolved: to note concerns about road subsidence and associated drainage problems and ask North Somerset district Council to carry out a structural survey of the B3133 on the bend opposite Kingstone Bridge
PECS 138 To consider projects for this Committee to be included in the 2009 – 2010 budget

It was suggested that £10 000 should be allocated to the budget foe Road Safety; existing Moor street Bow funds to be earmarked with an additional £500, £2 000 for footpaths and associated signage, in addition to earmarking the existing S106 funding for footpaths

The Clerk informed Councillors that there had as yet been no response from North somerset about a meeting with their legal department.

Cllr. J. Watson circulated a report on a meeting with North Somerset District Council about road safety on the High Street. (Annex 1)

Cllr. J. Watson offered to produce a resume of road safety actions taken by this committee and forward it to local schools for use when they review their travel plans.

Resolved: To defer a decision on carrying out a second feasibility study for the pedestrian crossing that is proposed near to 130 High Street and the  raised kerb and bollard to stop traffic driving on the pavement between Stowe House, 126 High Street and The Avenue until the next meeting of this committee.

Resolved: That this committee supports Road safety Week
The Clerk was asked to write to the Chief Constable to ask for local training in the use of buggies. 

The Clerk was asked to investigate the purchase of reflective arm bands for Infant children in the village.

PECS 143: To consider progress on footpath improvements.
Cllr. J. Watson described recent work done on local work and footpaths (Annex 2); Cllr. K. Lee-Bapty gave a verbal update on the Ramblers and SUSTRANS.

Resolved: That the Clerk authorises work on pollarding the willows in the Withy Beds subject to liaison with Englis nature.
