Cllr. J. Watson welcomed those present and suspended standing orders to allow public participation.

Public Participation:

T. Vickery explained the background to the ownership of Wakedean Gardens. It had been established through the Land Registry that the road/pavement/accommodation path was owned by Hawkridge Associates. Companies House records that the company holds land “that has no value” The company was dissolved in 2003. There is no record of where its properties went to. It was owned by Mr & Mrs Dalby, currently living in Spain.
A Mallender described the current improvements to the Strawberry Line. The  group aspire to re-instating the bridge over the Congresbury Yeo. He asked for the Parish Council’s support in including this in the local transport plan.

N. Huff spoke on behalf of Stowells Concrete against the ban on heavy lorries on the A368 and associated diversionary route that comes into effect on July 21st 2008. 
Michael Burge spoke against the ban on behalf of a local agricultural machinery company.

Cllr. D. Crossman, having declared a prejudicial interest to the Clerk before the meeting started concerning Agenda Item 9 spoke against the ban expressing concern both that not all local businesses were aware of it and the Executive Member had not attended meetings of the Freight Strategy Group
Cllr. J. Watson re-instated standing orders at 8.05.

Councillors discussed a letter asking for restricted parking outside Loaders hardware Store that was written following the planning application for the development of the site of the old library. It was suggested that this request should be added to the list of Traffic regulatory Orders previously compiled by the Council and that the list should be re-submitted to North Somerset for approval, the cost to be borne by Yatton Parish Council (Annex 4).
