The committee or the council will appoint the Advisory Committees to investigate/ research a matter and make recommendations to a subsequent council/committee meeting for a decision.

1. An Advisory Committee can be established at any time during the course of a council/committee meeting by a resolution. 

2. Membership of Advisory Committees will be agreed, however members of the public maybe invited to attend as Expert Witnesses with relevant expertise/interest.

3.  The specific task/objective of the Advisory Committee will be agreed.

4.  The date for the Advisory Committee to report back will be agreed at the council/committee meeting.

5. Where a decision is required an Advisory Committee will make written reports and/or recommendations to the full Council/committees.  An oral report may be made for information only.

6. The Advisory Committee will produce an agenda 5 days prior to the meeting, which will be circulated to all Councillors by the Clerk.  The meeting is an informal meeting and therefore the agenda need not be displayed publicly and standing orders do not apply.

7. The Advisory Committee will produce its own notes and reports.  A template for reports for submission to council/committees should be made available to the Clerk by the print deadline for the appropriate committee/council agenda.

8. The Advisory Group will be disbanded once its function has been completed.

A crossing at the top of Horsecastle Close/top of Moor Road 

A 20 mph speed restriction outside the village schools
