5. To consider a report from the Burial Ground Advisory Committee
The Burial Ground Advisory Committee has met officers of North Somerset Council (NSC) to discuss a site for a new Burial Ground at Land Farm off Mendip Road on land owned by NSC. NSC will not sell the land to the Parish Council but is prepared to develop the site (if finance is available) in partnership with the Parish Council. The Advisory Committee noted that 80% of funerals are now cremations so that only a small part of the site will be required for burials. Accordingly the Advisory Committee recommends that:

(a) Yatton Parish Council work in partnership with NSC to lease land at Land Farm from NSC at a peppercorn rent and develop part of it as a new Burial Ground with (if available) capital finance from North Somerset Council;

(b) consideration should be given to using part of the site for additional allotments:

(c) there should be full consultation with local residents before any decisions on development of the site are taken;

(d) Minute COU337, so far as it was resolved ‘not to pursue the option of a jointly managed facility with North Somerset Council’, be rescinded.

6. To consider commenting on the draft briefing for the North Somerset Executive Member concerning a pedestrian crossing near 130 High Street, Yatton (circulated at the Council meeting on 20 July)
