i) 09/P/1222/F – Mrs M Porter, Park Farm House, North End Road, Yatton BS49 4AR.  Erection of a garden shed to south east and increase height wall on southern boundary from 2m to 2.5m (retrospective).

Reasons for Recommending Not Supporting.  Yatton Parish Council considered the design and scale of the shed was not appropriate for the use described in the application.  Councillors were in agreement that the part of the application regarding the increase in height of the wall was satisfactory.
 ii) 09/P/1245/F – Mr G Jones, 18, The Ridge, Yatton BS49 4DQ.  Erection of a single storey side extension.  Erection of front and rear dormers to create first floor.
Reasons for Recommending Not Supporting.  Councillors considered the application was contrary to Policy H7 of NSRLP (2007) in respect of the adverse effect of the massing, scale, proportions, materials and the overall design and character within the surrounding area. These factors had a negative impact on the amenities of the adjoining occupiers.
