i) 09/P/0185/F – Mr M Dyke, 136, Claverham Road, Claverham, BS49 4LQ.  Erection of a detached garage to the front of the property.

  RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 09/P/0185/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.  The Parish Council understood the reasons why the applicant wished the garage to be sited in the front of the property. However councillors recommended not supporting the application as the garage was not in keeping with the street scene and it’s dimensions caused a restriction of visibility on the egress from the neighbouring property 138, Claverham Road.  Councillors requested District Councillor Jill Iles to track this application and if planning officers were minded to approve would call it Central Area Committee. 
** At this point in the meeting Councillor Jill Iles having declared a prejudicial interest in application 09/P/0212/LB left the room.
ii) 09/P/0212/LB – Dr & Mrs J Griffin, Lampley Farm, Lampley Road, Yatton, BS21 6TX.  Conversion of domestic garage to family accommodation with 5no roof lights, following demolition of wall to south west of garage and removal of staircase, door and flagstone floor. 

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0212/RM for the following reason.

   Reason for Supporting. The proposed development was considered to be internal alterations with no impact on neighbouring residents.  Councillors wished to highlight that it was difficult find the difference between this application and previous plans for this conversion.
** Councillor Jill Iles was invited to return to the meeting. 
iii) 09/P/0269/F – Ms S Ford & Mr S Cootes, 66, Claverham Road, Claverham, BS49 4LD.  Alterations to existing barn to form additional accommodation/annexe including the erection of a single storey side/rear extension.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0269/F for the following reason.

   Reason for Supporting.   The Parish Council recommended supporting this application but wished to raise the concerns that firstly the sight line for the egress of the property may be obscured under these current plans.  Secondly there may be an increase in vehicle movements resulting from the additional accommodation.
iv) 09/P/0205/F – Mr E Marsh, 38, Elm Close, Yatton, BS49 4EL.  Erection of a 1.8 m high fence along boundary with Elm Close, Mendip Road and 160, Mendip Road.

   RESOLVED: that councillors recommended not supporting application 09/P/0205/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Recommending Not Supporting.  The Parish Council wished to highlight that this should be a retrospective application as the fence has already been erected.  The fence had an adverse effect on the appearance of the street scene and would be contrary to Policy GDP/3 of the NSRLP.  The decision to recommend not supporting the application was carried by the Chairman’s casting vote.
v) 09/P/0238/F – Mr T Rhys-Davies, 18, Dunsters Road, Claverham, Yatton BS49 4LU.  Erection of a single storey rear extension and rear conservatory.
 RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0238/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting. The proposed development was considered to be of a design that had no adverse effect on neighbouring properties or the street scene and was there was ample space on the site to accommodate the proposed development.

vi) 09/P/0255/F – Mrs Rideout, 27, Dunsters Road, Claverham Yatton, BS49 4LU.  Erection of a rear conservatory (retrospective).
RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0255/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting. The proposed development had no adverse effect on neighbouring properties, but wished to suggest that the fence between the conservatory on the neighbouring property be retained to maintain privacy. 

vii) 09/P/0286/F – Mr Hewett, 2, Parnell Cottages, Streamcross, Claverham, Yatton.  Erection of a single storey rear extension.

RESOLVED: that councillors recommended supporting application   09/P/0286/F for the following reason.

 Reason for Supporting. The proposed extension had no detrimental impact on neighbouring properties or the street scene.

Q:  Where are the wind turbines to be sited?

A:   The wind turbines will be sited on the top of the multi storey/public transport interchange building.

Q:  Does BIA require planning permission for the moving of the Fire Station?

A:   No.  The fire station building comes within the scope of permitted development and is also a safety requirement.

Q:  Is the surface of the proposed new parking area compliant with the new regulations for the use of porous surfaces to prevent the flooding?

A:   Yes.  The issue of flooding has been given full consideration. 

Q:  Is the possibility of a fuel pipeline to the airport a realistic possibility?

A:   It could become a possibility when our passenger numbers increase beyond the 10 million mark.
