i) 09/P/1020/OT2 – Outline planning application for major development at Bristol International Airport.  
** The Chairman suspended the meeting on a number of occasions during discussions to allow Councillors to speak to James Gore Head of Communications at BIA and members of the public.

** The meeting was reconvened on each occasion.

A proposal was made to recommend not supporting the application as it was contrary to Yatton Parish Council’s Airport Policy regarding the adverse environmental impact on the local area.

The resolution was put to the vote; there were four votes to support the proposal and four votes against the proposal.  Therefore the Chairman used his casting vote against the proposal and it was not carried
A second proposal was made to recommend supporting the application for the economic benefit to the area in the form of jobs and growth also the additional facilities and travel opportunities expansion would bring.

Reasons for the Recommendation to Support 09/P/1020/OT2.  

As Yatton Parish Council were  divided on the decision to recommend supporting the application  Councillors comments for and against the development including their recommendations for items under the 106 Agreement were submitted to North Somerset Council.    

  Councillors Comments Against Recommending Supporting 09/P/1020/OT2.

   i) The traffic and transport improvements to infrastructure should be implemented prior to the expansion.  The A370 and A38 and the links between the two were not able to sustain the volume of traffic the projected increase in passenger numbers would bring and a new link should be created.   Councillors stated that there were no details of the proposed improvements to the A38 and the details were very important. 

  The 3m contribution to the Rapid Transit Phase 1 and the South Bristol Link had not yet been approved, though Councillors were aware that the development was not reliant upon these improvements taking place.

NOTE: All Councillors present were in agreement with the comments above.

ii) The expansion was contrary to Yatton Parish Council’s Airport Policy on matters of the environmental impact of noise, air pollution, threat to the green belt and wildlife and the increase in traffic congestion.

iii) The parking to the south side of the airport was outside the designated area and was on green belt land.  All Councillors agreed it was very unsatisfactory that the airport were asking to legitimise a use of land that a number of farmers offering the same service on their land but have been penalised for doing

iv)The Planning Support Statement Appendix B Draft 106 and Draft Planning Conditions page 27 (Part 5 – Obligations relating to Community Benefit) Item No 5 lists the parishes that benefited from these obligations and the Parish Council stated that Yatton, Claverham and Congresbury should be included. NOTE: All Councillors present were in agreement with the comment above.

 Councillors Comments for Recommending Supporting 09/P/1020/OT2.

i) The airport was important to the community in terms of the economic growth of business and tourism for the area, employment opportunities, convenience for travellers and travel opportunities.  In the current world economic climate this was considered very important.

ii) Yatton Parish Councils Airport Policy was last re ratified in July 2007 and the changes in economy in the views of Councillors supporting the development have meant that some of the Policies priorities were not in touch with the current economic challenges.

iii) The fixed electrical ground power units and the assurance that noise barriers particularly at the western apron were measures that greatly assisted combating ground noise.

iv) The proposed measures set in place to cap the number of night movements (not to exceed 4500 per year take off’s and landings) and reassurances that there were no plans now or in the future to make any increase to the current number of night flights (1260 in summer and 900 in winter).  This, with the reduction of the previously noisy Royal Mail flights (now only 2 per day) and the use of quieter modern aircraft convinced a number of Councillors that the provision for this matter was satisfactory.

Recommendations for Items to be Included Under Section 106 Agreement.

i) Councillors considered the installation of traffic lights at the junction of Downside and Brockley Coombe by The Airport Inn was essential.

ii) There were currently congestion problems at all the sets of traffic lights at Congresbury which at certain times was severe and work must be undertaken to resolve this problem.

iii) Yatton Parish Council wished to see 106 finance used for the improvement of the public transport network.  The identification of a car park for the flyer service for the staff travel plan and passengers should be in conjunction with the expansion plans.

iv) A link road between the A370 and the A38 would be a major benefit to many village communities in the area.

v) The use of 106 finance to support efforts to mitigate the effects of CO2 emissions and reduce the environmental impact on all the surrounding communities.

iv) That specific signage be used on the motorways to discourage exit to the airport at the Clevedon intersection.  
ii) 09/P/1175/F – Yeo Vale Medical Practice – 155, Mendip Road, Yatton BS49 4ER.  Change of use to form new pharmacy, GP training rooms including the erection of a two storey extension to north elevation, re-location of staff facilities and other internal alterations.

Reasons for Recommending Supporting.   The proposed extension was within the footprint of the existing building and had no detrimental impact on the street scene.  The development caused no reduction in car parking provision, though with the rearrangement of the facility an additional two parking spaces would become available.

The change of use to form a new pharmacy bought a positive benefit to patient care within the community and the training status of the practice provided additional doctors which  improved the quality of service to patients.

iii) 09/P/1170/F – Cleeve and Claverham PCC – St Barnabas Chapel, Jasmine Lane, Claverham.  Erection of extension to north elevation of chapel to provide wheelchair accessible WC and storage area following demolition of boundary wall and chapel side wall with relocation of window and dressed stone work and ramping of access paths.

Reasons for Recommending Supporting.  The proposed development had no negative impact on the rural surroundings or neighbouring properties.  It also provided an essential facility for the chapel. 

iv) 09/P/1171/LB - Cleeve and Claverham PCC – St Barnabas Chapel, Jasmine Lane, Claverham.  Erection of extension to north elevation of chapel to provide wheelchair accessible WC and storage area following demolition of boundary wall and chapel side wall with relocation of window and dressed stone work and ramping of access paths.
Reasons for Recommending Supporting. 

The proposed development had no negative impact on the rural surroundings or neighbouring properties.  It also provided an essential facility for the chapel.

Redrow Homes had agreed to move back and landscape the houses that front the development along North End.  The distance of the movement back and the final design had not yet been finalised.

There were concerns regarding the drainage scheme as the Environment Agency had requested this and a scheme had not yet been submitted.

The design of both the houses that front North End and houses No’s 33 -37 that are primarily red brick are still being worked on.  The design of the roads within the development are also being worked on as is the issue of parking.  Redrow have used 123 parking spaces out of a possible 148 that could be utilised and have been referring to residents being able to park on North End.  This is an issue that has been highlighted in particular by Rugby Club who are keen to discourage any further roadside parking in the area
